	0: The McPherson County Fixed Wireless project will provide wireless coverage to the most rural parts of McPherson County.  With the cooperation with area grain cooperatives, KwiKom plans to deploy the microwave access points and middle mile backhaul equipment to make available Broadband Internet service to 1,671 structures identified as not having access to 25Mbps download and 3Mbps upload following the CAFII reverse auction. 
KwiKom will deploy (6) points of presence (POPs) with overlapping coverage rings in order to increase the likelihood of having higher rates of success for line of sight (LOS) to the end customer by having multiple options for service provisioning.

The GIS mapping will outline the coverage area of the total 901 square miles of McPherson County to be targeted. 

KwiKom currently has a substantial presence in the South central and Central regions of Kansas and has found a large portion of these areas have no Broadband Internet options or expensive 10Mbps by 1Mbps cellular hotspots.

Our goal is to provision 25Mbps/3Mbps service at an affordable cost and plans are currently being implemented to further increase both download and upload speeds beyond 25Mbps/4Mbps.

	1: The (6) proposed points of presence will provide Broadband Internet coverage to 1,671 structures. These structures may or may not be occupied but Internet service will be available.
In this rural area, there really are no anchor institutions to speak of except for the grain coops which KwiKom will mount their equipment on.
The "Anchor Institutions" in reality are the farmers.

	0: KwiKom currently has a large presence in South Central and Central Kansas but not in McPherson County.  KwiKom has found that even in areas we currently serve in other counties, the reality is that 25Mbps download and 3Mbps upload is not readily available in many areas no matter what Federal maps or reports might say.  
Our goal is to fill in those gaps in service availability.  From feedback from current customers in similar areas, very rural, the farmers and farming related businesses don't have Broadband Internet available for their farming related requirements, educational access for their families and a better quality of life.
